As summer will come to a close and cooler temperatures begin to prevail we’ll be considering turning on the furnace or starting the fireplace.
Please remember to have your heating sources serviced by a trained technician prior to using them, including chimneys or flues. There’s not
only the potential malfunction of the devices to cause a fire but also a carbon monoxide incident.

Carbon Monoxide or “CO” is odorless, tasteless and colorless. It bonds to your hemoglobin (red blood cells) hundreds of times better then
oxygen will. CO poisoning is not always the result of incomplete combustion. Some solvents can also create CO in your body as well. If
you’re exposed to high levels of CO, simply exiting the contaminated area and “getting some fresh air” will not provide the needed relief to

reduce the levels in the body in a timely manner.

The Fire Department has special sensors to check CO levels in your home and preliminary levels in your body. If your household detector
activates, don’t wait or disregard it. Exit the structure with your family and pets. Don’t open windows or leave the doors open to “air out” the
structure. We need to sample the atmosphere that set off your detector to get an accurate reading as possible. If your sensor activates...there’s

potential for a life threatening emergency, call 911.

Also, the fire department has smoke detectors that are available throughout the year for those residents on a fixed income. If you are
physically unable to maintain your current smoke detectors, we will come to your home and test your smoke detector and replace them if
needed. This free service is available throughout the year and can be set up by calling the non-emergency number, 394-2116. Please leave a

message if no one is at the station when you call.

FROM THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR

1. Just a reminder to all the dog walkers in the Village. As per the park rules, all dogs must be on a leash and the owner must clean
up after their own pet. The leash rule is very important. Dogs running loose scare other patrons, pets could get in fights or they
could become out of control and attack another person. Secondly, the park is there for everyone’s enjoyment and it can really ruin
an outing if you step in a doggy surprise. Dog waste is considered litter, which definitely isn’t allowed. Please clean up after your
pets. I’'m sure everyone has a deluge of plastic bags from the stores. They make great waste bags. Stick your hand in the bag,
pick up the poop, pull your hand back out of the bag while clutching your land mine and turning the bag inside out. Tie the top of
the bag together and dispose. This friendly reminder is forewarning you that if a police officer sees either of these violations you
will be cited.

2. The park is a great place to spend the day, but are you aware of all the possible activities available. There are baseball diamonds,
soccer fields, play equipment, tennis courts, volley ball, badminton and horse shoes. Most are pretty visible but the horse shoe pits
are beside the tennis courts. We’ve done some maintenance to them and hope they get used.

3. The Village was awarded funding for two new park benches from the St. Jacob’s Lutheran Church Endowment Fund. They will
be placed along the walking path by the Butterfly Garden. Thank you St. Jacob’s!

Street & Sidewalks

1. I have been working diligently this summer on updating the Safe Routes to School Program. Its main objectives are to educate the
students of the safe routes to walk or ride their bike to school, to warn citizens to be on the lookout for these kids, to install and
renovate walks for better travel, to update the crosswalks and emphasize the healthy benefit of walking or riding. The Safe Routes
to School Program is an ongoing plan and input from the citizens is always welcome. The original Committee, who drafted it, put
a lot of time and effort into this document. Their concern was the kids’ safety. Hopefully in the future we can use this document
to access grants and loans to renovate and install sidewalks and implement other programs or safety features.

2. In the near future we will be checking all our street signs, (stop, speed, yield, etc.) to see how reflective they are. If night time
reflection does not meet the standard, we will need to replace the sign. The Federal government has mandated this program and
will be implemented over a span of multiple years.

Land Use

1. We’ve had a hot summer but it’s starting to cool down. With warm days and a little bit of rain the grass is starting to grow fast
again. Please keep your yards mowed. Mowing discourages rodents, prevents weed seeds from dispersing in your neighbor’s
yards and also makes Anna a clean cut nice looking town. A good looking town attracts businesses and new residents.
