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Wastewater Plant Needs Study
In 1996 the new wastewater treatment plant was built. It was top of the line and met all the current
requirements. Fifteen years has now passed and the Village has hired engineers to look over the plant
and review its status. The Wastewater Plant Need Study calls for an inspection of every piece of
equipment and its operation; and will apply a status from poor, fair to good. The report will tell us
what has worn out and needs replaced. The report will also address the new regulations that we are
required to meet. The report will be used for short and long term planning for renovating and
upgrading the plant.

Water & Sewer Rate Study

We all take for granted the beauty of indoor plumbing. You can turn on the tap 24/7, 365
days a year and have clean, safe water at your fingertips. Flush the toilet or run the washing machine
and the waste water drains away without you giving it a care in the world. We are fortunate and
blessed to have great utilities. The first part of this article is the part everyone likes to hear. Now for
the rest of the story. There is a price to pay for such services. In the last years we all have experi-
enced the increase cost of electricity, natural gas, gasoline, maintenance on equipment and machines
and a boatload of other expenses. The cost to run and maintain your home have increased and so have
the same cost to run the water and sewer plants. That is why the Village is having a FREE rate study
done to see if our revenue covers our actual expenses. Not only must we have funds for the day to day
operating expenses, we need to put some money back in a raining day account for unforeseen break-
downs and such, just like you have a savings account. On top of that a little bit needs to be set aside
in a reserve account to help pay for the cost of capital improvements, renovations, and new mandates
like those discussed in the Wastewater Plant Needs Study. Sure there are grants and loans to help pay
for some of these projects, but the Village usually needs to have a small share to help pay for the engi-
neering and planning. So these three things are combined to calculate the utility rates. To reiterate:

1. Current operating expenses, 2. a raining day account for emergencies, and 3. Future improvements.

It really is time to get the rates set at the proper amounts so that these utilities can pay for all their

needs themselves instead of using funds from the General Fund which pays for Police Service, Parks,

Streets, Administration and others. When funds are used from the General fund for water and sewer,

there is less to maintain and run these other departments. Water and Sewer should be run like any

other wutility. When the rate study i s compl ¢
trying to do it in a fair and equitabl e mann:«
increase of a couple of bucks a month.

Coming soon you will receive another recycling tote. The tote is lighter in color and should be used

for all the paper and cardboard recyclables. It should be set out with your other bin of co-mingled
items. This is a free service from Shelby County Recyclers. It will make their sorting process easier
and provide you with more space for collecting your recyclables until pick up day.

*Items prohibited for pickup include garbage/refuse, non-organic items, lumber, construction debris, grass, garden vegetation, bushes,
root balls and tree stumps. If you are unsure if an item is eligible contact the Public Works Department at 394-7363 or 538-0290;

*During the dates scheduled for automatic pickup the Village personnel will canvass the town only on the day designated for servicing.
Be certain to have your items at the curb in a timely manner to avoid having to wait until next scheduled pickup;

*This Brush Policy is designed to provide a service to residents for general pruning and upkeep. Large volume cuttings, entire tree re-
movals (by owner or contractor) and any similar (non-emergency) cuttings are not eligible for curbside service.
