NOTES FROM OUR  

ADMINISTRATOR:    It has been a very busy year here in the Village as 

you can see by driving around.  We completed the West Main Street Sewer  

Replacement Project, the Downtown Beautification Project, the Linden and East 

Walnut Resurfacing Project, and should finish up the Ringle Building Cleanup by 

the end of the year or shortly after.  The Village was fortunate to receive over 

$1,000,000 in grants over the year to help pay for these projects which related 

in minimal cost to the Village.  Next year we are looking at the resurfacing of 

East North Street, Lacy Avenue, and Linkensmith Avenue.  We have also  

applied for Grant Funding for the reconstruction of West South Street and 

South Third Street.  We are looking into having sidewalks installed along East 

Main Street to allow people access to the restaurants on the East end of town.   

 The cost to operate and maintain the Villageõs water and wastewater 

system have drastically increased over the last several years therefore, we will 

be increasing the utilities 10% starting January 1, 2009.  The cost of EPA  

mandated testing, natural gas, electric, phone, maintenance, fuel cost, etc.  

Have all affected the need for this increase.  There has not been a rate increase 

for water since 1986 and there has not been an increase in wastewater since 

1999.  While the perception is that of our rates being high, I think if you look 

into neighboring communities and the county sewer and water district you will 

find that our rates are in the middle some where.  This will be effective  

1-1-09 upon passage of ordinance #1526-08.  Below you will find a breakdown 

of some of the rates to help you understand where your utility bill will be. 

 If you havenõt read the paper, there has been a drastic price increase for 

road salt.  The price has tripled from $50.00 a ton in 2007 to $150.00 per ton 

this year.  With that increase, the Village will be using a salt/grit mixture this 

year to help keep the costs down.  Also, Public Works employees will be using 

the mixture more sparingly this season.  This increase has affected everyone in 

the area, so drivers will need to be more cautious when traveling in winter 

weather conditions.

With the winter weather just around the corner, the 

Public Works Department wants to remind everyone: 

     During the cold weather some people may experience  

frozen water lines.  To help prevent this from happening, here 

are a few suggestions: 
     1.  Close all vents in crawl spaces. 

     2.  Remove garden hoses from outside faucets. 

     3.  Wrap pipe insulation around pipes that may be exposed to cold.  

     4.  Close up all openings around house where cold air can get in. 

     5.  Wrap pipes that are exposed to the cold with electric heat tape. 

     6.  In extreme cold, let faucets drip water so pipes wonôt freeze. 

  Remember, taking a little time now will save you 

headaches and expense later.

Since the ñtime changeò has occurred, donôt forget to change the batteries in your Smoke 

Detectors & Carbon Monoxide Detectors.  If you are an elderly or a physically impaired resident and unable to change 

the batteries, the fire department will come to your home and change them for you at no cost.  Also, if your finances  

prohibit you from having a smoke detector in your home, ask any member of the fire department or call 937-394-2116 

for more information.
